Allegany Farmers Market Regulations 
  Allegany Farmers Market does not and shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, religion (creed), gender, gender expression, age, national origin (ancestry), disability, marital status, sexual orientation, or military status, in any of its activities or operations. These activities include, but are not limited to, hiring and firing of staff, selection of volunteers and vendors, and provision of services. We are committed to providing an inclusive and welcoming environment for all members of our staff, clients, volunteers, subcontractors, vendors, and clients.

1) Definition of a Market: 

a) A Farmers Market is defined as a public space where fresh food from a defined local area is sold by the people who have grown, gathered, raised or caught by them. Allegany Farmers is a producer’s only market. Vendors may not partake in wholesale activates, contract producing, or the re sale of any goods that is not directly produced by the vendor. Each vendor is responsible to be in compliance with local, state, and federal regulations. Informational assistance can be provided by the Allegany Farmers Market Association. 
2) Regulations of Sales: 

a) Allegany Farmers Market is not responsible for tracking of sales, and each vendor is responsible to be in compliance with State and Federal Taxes. 

b) Products for sale must be clearly defined in your application, and must be approved by the Board of Directors. 
c) The Allegany Farmers Market welcomes artisanal craft vendors under following regulations: 
i) Definition of an artisanal craft vendor: 

(a) An individual or business that sells none agricultural products such as but not limited to baked goods, soaps, candles, and handmade crafts. Persons selling high quality crafts must require skills, personal handling, and or guidance by the crafter. Crafters must thrive to use locally produced products in their craft. We will not allow for the re sale of products produced and manufactured by another company. 

(b) The Allegany Farmers Market wishes to regulate artisanal craft vendors to 20% of total vendor membership. 

d) The sale of live animals is prohibited.
e) Producers are responsible for their own tables, chairs, and other display arrangements. Sale of goods are allowed directly from vendors vehicles, if no tables are necessary. A vendor is responsible for adhering to municipality laws regarding vendor spaces. 

f) Every vendor is responsible for the cleanliness in and around their space. Trash is to be removed by each vendor at the close of each market. 

g) All producers, and their employees, are expected to conduct themselves with courtesy and in a manner of good conduct. Attracting attention to goods by hawking and crying out is prohibited. Argument, harassment of purchasers, and profane language will not be allowed.
h) Due to health regulations samples may not be given at any time during the markets. Unless the vendor has obtained prior health permitting, and has sought prior approval from board of directors. 
i) Baked goods must be labeled with ingredients, and must be in compliance with Maryland Regulation of Cottage Food Industry Laws, or Home Processing Laws.  
j) No vendor, or employee of vendor may consume alcohol during the scheduled market times. 
k) It is recommended that all vendors be insured for their business, and carry adequate product liability insurance. 
3) Vendor Space Fees and Allocation: 
a) Vendor space will be assigned by the Allegany Farmers Market Board of Directors. The vendor is responsible to adhere to their space and will follow Fire Marshal, Municipality, and all other regulations while participating in Allegany Farmers Market. 

b) Vendor fees are non-refundable and are required to be paid by July 1st of the seasonal operating year. Fees are as followed: 

i) Yearly set up fee (Includes 5 markets): $220.00 

ii) Market set up fee (per market): $15.00 
iii) Application fee : $40.00

4) Pricing of Products:
a) Vendors will refrain from indiscriminate price-cutting that is unfair to other producers and the Market. Producers may sell by piece or volume. Producers may sell by weight only if they use scales with a current inspection sticker from the Maryland Department of Agriculture.
b) Vendors are to follow fair business practices in quality, price and are to meet all health regulations and federal, State and local laws pertaining to retailing. Customer satisfaction is guaranteed on all items sold at the Market.

ENFORCEMENT OF  RULES
Occupants of space at the Allegany Mountain Fresh Farmers Markets must at all times confirm to the rules and regulations of the Market as established by the Board of Directors of the Markets.

The Board of Directors will review all applications of any vendor wanting to sell agricultural products at the markets, collect fees, assign spaces to producers, and enforce rules and regulations. When a complaint of a violation is received, the Officers and Board members have the authority to visit the vendor in question at the market or their farm to assure compliance of all rules and regulations. Refusal to allow farm inspection will result in immediate and permanent banning of that vendor.
7. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH MARKET RULES AND REGULATIONS
Failure to comply with rules and regulations of the Allegany Mountain Fresh Producers   Association Farmers Markets will result in the removal of the offending producer for that day, and may result in the banning of that producer from the Market indefinitely.
These rules and regulations have been written and approved by the Board of Directors and the membership of The Allegany Farmers Markets. The Allegany Farmers Markets are held in cooperation with the Cumberland Downtown Development Commission (DDC) Canal Place, the City of Cumberland, The Country Club Mall management, The Western MD Health System and the Frostburg Business and Professional Association.
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
